Giving instructions

Reduce noise and visual distractions before giving an
instruction.

Start by using your child’s name to help gain their attention.
shorten your sentences, speak slowly and clearly and focus
on important words.

Encourage your child to repeat instructions to themselves or
to you or to give you a gesture or indication they understand.
